Board of Supervisors Set to Relieve Financial Stress from Covid-19
The San Mateo County Board of Supervisors will consider on Tuesday two significant
actions to relieve the financial stress caused by COVID-19:

1. An emergency regulation that applies countywide to ban evicting renters impacted
by the outbreak for non-payment of rent, and

2. Provide $3 million in seed money to launch an emergency “San Mateo County
Strong” fund to help residents, nonprofit organizations and small businesses.

“Our county’s most vulnerable residents and small businesses have been hit the hardest by
this crisis,” said County Manager Mike Callagy. “The impacts from COVID-19 have been
swift and far-reaching.”
