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PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Off-leash dog(s) must be under voice and sight control.

Dog(s) must remain on designated and signed trails, within view and earshot and no
more than 25 feet away from owner/handler.

Dog(s) must be on-leash in developed areas (i.e., near fraffic, parking lot, lawn or
play field, deck, picnic areas, etc.).

No more than two off-leash dogs allowed per owner/handler.

Dogs are presumed to NOT be under control when they threaten, harass, chase, or
otherwise display aggression towards any person, animal, or wildlife; or do not return
when called.

Owner/handler must have physical control of dog(s) when approaching or being
approached by park users not also engaged in off-leash dog recreation.
