When Coyote Point reopens, windsurfers will have access to the ramp on the promenade
and boaters will be able to use the launch ramp at the Marina. In keeping with current
Health Orders, playgrounds, picnic areas, and visitor centers are closed.

The San Mateo County Park locations that remain closed are the tidepools at Fitzgerald
Marine Reserve, Friendship Park, Moss Beach Park, Tunitas Creek Beach, Sanchez
Adobe, and Woodside Store.
