Updated Health Order: Customers Can Bring Own Bags to Stores

A revision was made today to Appendix A of the Social Distancing Protocol Health
Officer Order No. c19-11 to allow individuals to bring reusable items from home into a
store.

While the revised order means that customers are now able to bring items including
shopping bags and coffee cups to stores, retailers may adopt their own stricter policies
and prohibit such items if they wish.

County Partnership with Dignity Health and AMI Increases Region’s ICU
Bed Capacity

As the rise in COVID-19 cases threatens the health and safety of residents of the Bay
Area region and beyond, the County of San Mateo has partnered with Dignity Health
and AMI Expeditionary Healthcare to increase local staffed ICU bed availability for this
crucial period.

The agreement provides licensed medical professionals from AMI to staff up to 10
intensive care unit (ICU) beds in Dignity Health’s Sequoia Hospital in Redwood City for

at least 30 days. “We're fortunate to be able to connect resources to key partners to
support our local community and our neighbors during this crisis,” said County
Manager Mike Callagy.

The arrangement is aimed at preventing those needing ICU-level care from not being
able to get it due to the staffing constraints at hospitals across the Bay Area. The $4.5
million investment by the County of San Mateo strengthens the ability to provide urgent
hospital care during this time of unprecedented surge.

Testing will not be available on Dec. 25 and Jan. 1.

Testing for COVID-19 is also available at mobile operations that rotate among five
communities Monday through Friday for everyone 18 and older who lives or works in
San Mateo County
