Maintenance obligations include but not limited to: watering, weeding,
tnmming branches (7' height min.), removing dead limbs, sweeping and removing fallen
leaves, tnmming branches to prevent encirching powerline, ete
The APPLICANT shall defend, save harmless and indemnify the County, its officers, agents,
employees, nvitees, and contractors, and each of them, from and against any and all losses
incurred in connection with IMPROVEMENTS(s).
3. The term “APPLICANT," shall include not only the APPLICANT but also heirs, successors,
executors, administrators and assigns.
