However, at times, officers may decide that a formal revocation is more appropriate than utilizing lower sanctions, 

depending on the circumstances of the violation. Fifty-five percent (55%) of the revocations filed were for new law 

violations involving crimes against persons, property, drug/alcohol related crimes as well as other crimes.

New Intakes 
 There were 99 intakes in Q1 of FY 17-18, 49% were AB109 participants, 43% were Unified Re-

entry, and 8% parole. 
 From Q2 of FY 16-17 through Q1 of FY 17-18 of the AB109 and Unified Re-entry population, 47 % 

of the intakes were Unified Re-Entry and 52% were AB109. This is demonstrating a slow but steady 
increase in Unified Re-Entry population over the last year.   
 

Eligibility/Benefits 
 In Q1 of FY 17-18, 113 applications were received for all programs (CalFresh, General Assistance, 

and Medi-Cal) with 53 applications approved.  

 During this quarter the highest number of applications continues to be CalFresh with 192 

applications. General Assistance had 142 applications, and Medi-Cal had 116 applications.  

 Of the 142 General Assistance applications from Q2 of FY 16-17 to Q1 of FY17-18 only one resulted 

in approval. General Assistance applicants withdrew in lieu of employment. 

Employment Services 
 There were 91 participants who gained employment in Q1 of FY 17-18:  43 unsubsidized 

placements, 43 subsidized employment at 550 Jobs!, and five placed in offsite employment. 

 Participation in 550 Jobs! from Q2 of FY 16-17 to Q1 of FY 17-18 has trended upward with 

unsubsidized placements averaging 43 placements per quarter.  

 Courier, automotive, moving, and general labor were the leading types of businesses to employ 

participants in Q1 of FY 17-18.  Other leading businesses were accommodation & food services, 

retail trade, transportation & warehousing, and construction. 

 

Services Provided 
 Transportation continues to be the most requested service averaging 118 served during Q1 of 17-

18. An average of 94 participants per month were provided with food assistance and average of 

41 participants per month received emergency housing support.  

 Overall, during Q1 of FY 17-18 an average of 289 participants were served per month with 

supportive services.  

 

Peer Support Services 
 Peer Mentors engaged 81 participants during Q1 of FY 17-18. The three major categories of 

services provided were transportation, phone calls/check-ins, and face-to-face meetings. These 

services accounted for 88% of peer services received by participants during the quarter. 

 There were 12 support group meetings held in the 1st quarter with a total of 57 participants who 

attended. There was an increase of meeting participation due to a pilot program launch of a 

Wellness Passport Program initiated by BHRS and HSA staff to increase engagement.

New Intakes 
 In Q2 of FY 17-18 there was a total of 107 intakes, an 8% increase from 99 in Q1 of FY 17-18.  
 AB109 intakes surpassed Unified Re-entry intakes in Q2 of FY 17-18 as there were 42 AB109 and 

55 Unified Re-Entry intakes.  
 

Eligibility/Benefits 
 There were 110 applications received in Q2 of FY 17-18: 46 CalFresh, 44 General Assistance, and 

20 Medi-Cal, with 40 applications approved. 

 Denials of applications were mostly due to participants being residents of another county, not 

showing up for appointments, and failing to provide required documents.  

 General Assistance had no approvals as participants withdrew applications and chose 

employment. 

 In FY 17-18, a total of 144 applications for CalFresh and Medi-Cal, 92 of those applications have 

been approved.  

 

Employment Services 
 There were 59 participants who gained employment in Q2: 46% subsidized placements at 550 

Jobs!, 44% unsubsidized placements, and 10% offsite placements. 

 Non-profit and assembly/packaging business were the leading businesses that hired Service 

Connect participants in Q2 of FY 17-18, as well as, construction, accommodation & food services, 

and retail trade. 

 The average wage increased from $14.80 in Q1 to $15.70 in Q2.  

 

Services Provided 
 An average of 272 participants a month were provided with supportive services in Q2 of FY 17-

18. 

 In Q2 of FY 17-18 the most requested service was transportation with an average of 122 

participants a month served. An average of 71 participants per month were provided with food 

assistance, an average of 42 were provided with clothing support, and emergency housing support 

continues to average around 38 participants per month.   

 

Peer Support Services 
 In Q2 of FY 17-18, 95 participants were provided Peer Support.  

 Transportation accounted for 38% of the services provided, 30% of services were face-to-face 

meetings, 22% was phone check in with participants, and miscellaneous services such as 

administrative support accounted for 10% of services provided.  

 There were 12 support group meetings held of which 32 participants attended. 

 A graduation celebration occurred in November, where 22 participants were recognized for either 

successfully completing probation or successful re-entry for 6 or 12 months.

SUMMARY REPORT NARRATIVE 

AT-A-GLANCE: All Time Total BHRS Referred, Served, Number of Services, or Booking Encounter 
The total number of participants referred to BHRS for treatment since the inception of the Service 
Connect is 2,008 and of these, 1,019 entered into treatment and/or recovery plans (these participants 
were served by BHRS and is a lower number because not all assessments result in treatment). 
Referred is defined as participants showing up for the first post-referral appointment and does not 
include those referred, but who did not follow through on the referral. This graphic also represents 
the total number of services (both mental health and substance use treatment) provided to 
participants during the first quarter of FY17/18 .  Service type detail for the first quarter is presented 
in the pie chart at the bottom of the dashboard. The number of services has generally grown as 
compared to previous quarters.  

Service Connect Cases with a Service 
This graph represents total Service Connect participants that received at least one BHRS service. The 
numbers do include participants that continued from quarter to quarter, so a participant could be 
counted more than once in each quarter if their case was open across multiple fiscal quarters. 
Therefore, this graph indicates the total open cases from the previous quarters for reference, the total 
open cases as of the second quarter, and the newly open cases for the third quarter of this fiscal year.  

Engaged Participants with Four or More Services in a Year 
“Engaged” is defined as a participant that has received four or more services. This means that the 
participant has returned to BHRS for multiple appointments regarding different services, which 
demonstrates that the participant is engaged in treatment because they actively participate. The 
current report generally reflects a reduction in engagement from FY16/17Q4 to FY17/18Q1. 
 
Percent of Participants with Substance Abuse Recovery Plan or a Mental Health Treatment Plan 
This graph presents what percentage of Service Connect participants who had a mental health 
treatment plan or a substance abuse recovery plan. Recovery plans are typically at a rate of two to 
one as compared to a mental health treatment plan. However, trends in the first quarter show to 
have a growth in mental health services surpassing AOD services.  It should be noted that co-occurring 
participants are not represented. 

Average Days in Treatment  In and Post Custody 
This graph shows the average days a patient spends receiving treatment for Alcohol and Other 
Drugs, as well as Mental Health Services.  You can see there has been a trending dip in AOD 
services and an increase in MH services.  Further investigation will be undertaken to better 
understand this trend..    

Mental Health and Alcohol & Other Drugs Services Provided by Service Connect 
This pie chart reports mental health and substance abuse treatment services provided by BHRS to 
Service Connect participants for the first quarter of FY 17/18.  The top five services utilized in order 
are: Mental Health Services, AOD Residential, Mental Health Case Management, Mental Health 
Residential and Sober Living.    

Mobile Health Van Services 
This graph shows data for all four quarters for Mobile Health. Notable changes for the first quarter 
are a decrease across the board except for medical which remained the same as the previous 
quarter.  This is a typical first quarter  trend. 

Correctional Health Services 
Correctional Health data presents the total participants that flow through Correctional Health in 
each quarter, the number of participants screened, the number treated medically, for mental 
illness, and for substance abuse.  These numbers are trending consistently, but are significant for 
the first quarter. 

Service Connect Cases with PES Counts 
A Psychiatric Emergency Services (PES) count is when a Service Connect participant has presented 
themselves at PES. Those participants that were not admitted are shown as a “visit” and those 
admitted are shown as “inpatient.” Involvement with PES is only counted if enrolled in Service 
Connect, counts do not include episodes when subject was not a participant in Service Connect.  
The first quarter of FY17/18 shows there has been no change when compared to Q4 of FY16/17.
