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| am pleased to submit the 1989 Annual Crop Report for San Mateo County in com-
pliance with Section 2279 of the California Food and Agriculture Code.

The total gross value of San Mateo County agricultural production for 1989 was
$206,000,100. This represents a 5% increase over 1989 gross production value. This
increase in value over 1988 is especially significant considering the freeze that
occurred in February affecting field floral crops just prior to Valentine’s Day. Sales
of floral and nursery crops for this holiday accounts for a hefty percentage of total
income returned to growers. Losses of $1,250,000 were attributed to the freeze.

Vegetable crops increased in value due to higher prices paid for these commodities.
Peas, beans, and artichokes maintained higher returns to growers throughout the
harvest season. Brussels sprouts were an exception for a brief period following the

earthquake. F of this damage to their
equipment causing a stoppage of operations. The two week delay resulted in a glut
of fresh market Brussels sprouts and some insignificant losses to some of the growers
due to lower prices. .

Drought continues to negatively impact nursery and floral production as well as
vegetable crops. Lettuce, celery, and cabbage production acreage has again this
year been converted to other non-irrigated crops. March storms arrived in time to
offset serious losses due to drought.
