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| am pleased fo submit our 1980 Annual Crop Report of San Mateo County.
The efforts of our agricultural industry are given below as acreages, yields,
and gross values of the commodities produced.

For the first fime in the history of San Mateo County agriculture, the $100
million mark in gross value was surpassed. The $117.1 million high for 1980
represents o resounding increase of 32% over the 1979 value of $88.7
million. While inflationary costs account for some of this increase, these
figures indicate that agriculture is olive and well in San Mateo County.

Rising energy costs imposed on our horticultural industry caused cropping
patterns to shift, Greenhouse expansion has been negligible while outdoor
ornamental nursery stock crops substantially increased $4.9 million, up
approximately 134.7 % over 1979 values. In my opinion this again demon-
strates the adaptability of our growers to circumvent the spiraling costs of
energy. Potted plants once again were responsible for much of the overall
success, rising $18.4 million or approximately 45.5% over the previous year.
| wish to express my thanks for the continuing cooperation of all individuals,
growers, and agencies who contributed the information necessary for
compilation of this report. Special thanks goes to my stoff, particularly
biologists Louis Masini and Mark Ashcraft, who compiled this report.
