| am pleased fo submit the Annual Crop Report of San Mateo County for
1979. The efforts of our agricultural industry are depicted below as acreages,
yields, and gross values of the commodities produced. It is encouraging
that these figures demonstrate our agricultural industry can adapt to in-
creasing costs of operations, particularly energy, transportation and foreign
competition.

The total gross value of all agricultural products continued its record pace,
rising nearly 219 to an all-time high of $88,706,300. Potted plants were
responsible for much of this success, gaining $9.6 million in gross value over
last year. Six other million dollar crops had increases in gross value, with
roses, strawberries, and artichokes gaining at least 20% in their individual
crop values. Cattle and calves and ormamental nursery stock were the only
million dollar crops to decrease in total gross values. Marguerites failed to
make the million dollar crop category for the first time since 1967.
