The Committee discussed: how the proposed subdivision would affect potential agricultural use; lack
of water on this parcel and potential for grazing, dry farming, or wildcrafting activities; potential
measures to protect remaining agricultural lands from proposed public use (i.e. fencing to keep
public out of private/agricultural use lands); the lack of requirements for a master land division plan;
and density credits for this property/project.

Member of the public Kerry Burke, a land use consultant, shared reflections on the trend away from
agricultural on the coast, how this project reflects the new subdivision allowance for public agencies,
a recommendation to consider rezoning this property RM-CZ, and ongoing concerns about the lack
of an agricultural easement, agricultural management plan, or master land division plan for this
proposed subdivision.

Mike Williams, with MROSD, answered questions about past agricultural use on this property and
potential agricultural use as part of MROSD’s service plan.

COMMITTEE ACTION:

Committee Secretary Lauren Silberman moved and Committee Member Judee Humburg seconded
a motion to recommend approval of this project with the comment that we recommend memorializing
the potential agricultural use in an agricultural plan or master land division plan.

Motion did not carry 2-4-0 with 5 members absent.

Committee Member Ron Sturgeon moved, and Committee Member Peter Marchi seconded a motion
to recommend this application is denied due to the lack of a master land division plan.

Motion carried 4-2-0 with 5 members absent.

The Committee discussed: a typo correction on the address for item 2a and the
ongoing work of the Ad-hoc Subcommittee regarding Agritourism Guidelines recommendations.
